PROGRAM OVERVIEW 
 
The program consists of classroom training and work experience. Classroom sessions 
will serve to complement out-of-class work and projects as the administration of the 
curriculum will include a major distance-based learning component.  

 A 180-hour classroom curriculum covers: 

 resume writing 

 interview skills 

 project management 

 Canadian workplace culture 

 environmental issues 

 technical writing for the environment sector

opportunities such as:  

 networking events 

 informational interviews 

 job shadowing 

 mentoring 

 volunteer opportunities 

 work placements 

 

The work experience component is 6 - 8 weeks in length.

 Underemployed or unemployed  

 Eligible to work in Canada  

 Commitment to attend classes and complete course activities 

 Self-motivation and strong dedication to independent employment search 

 Demonstrated knowledge and interest in the environment sector
